You all know that about a year ago 
in January we had a fire and then in 
two days the van was wrecked. The 
damage was so enormous and plus 
to that after the fire we had to use 
oil furnace which is very expensive. 
That’s why last year we spent 6 times 
more then we meant to.

I’m not saying all that to show how 
poor and unhappy we are because 
we are not, but I just want to show 
you how tough the situation was at 
that moment. I’m thankful to God for 
you that during that crucial moment 
you helped us even more. I know that 
you prayed and you are praying for 
us today. I know that you supported 
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of girls house is a great joy in spite 
of the fact that building is always a 
headache.

My heart was crying out when we 
were on the streets and we talked to 
the street girls and on their question: 
“May we come to Restoration 
House”, I had to say “No” because 
we cannot keep the girls and the boys 
together. You perfectly know why. I 
saw disappointment and pain in the 
eyes of those girls. Today my heart 
is filled with joy because we now can 
help the girls as well.

I want to say again that without you it 
couldn’t be possible.  Thank you!

I’d like to tell you a short story about 
one boy whose name is Vasya. He’s 
been living at Restoration House for 
about a year. During this year his 
behavior has been so bad - saying 
lies all the time, manipulating the 
staff, doing only what he wants to 
do, no discipline, doesn’t follow the 
schedule. To all of that, he demands 
(asks) things from us more than the 
rest of the kids and doesn’t want 
to give any help or co-operation 
in return. One of his desires was 
make his paperwork and get his 
apartment.

Since Vasya was born in the other 
town then doing all that takes a 
lot of work and you have to face 
lots of problems - long trips, 
bureaucracy, staying in lines, 
paying fees, making phone calls. 
But the biggest problem was that I 
didn’t want to help Vasya because 
of his arrogant and consumer 
attitude toward us and all the 
rest.

My ground was that since you are 
so bad then I don’t really want to 
help you! It was quite comfortable 
position and attitude. So I helped 
the other kids who were less 
troublemakers with a great 
pleasure but not to Vasya. 

Then I received a letter from 
Guardianship Institution. The 
letter was telling some information 

didn’t know the answers to these 
questions. Every minute of his short 
life he had to fight to survive, to get 
food and shelter. He simply doesn’t 
know what father’s or mother’s love 
is and he needs help but he doesn’t 
know how ask us for help.

After reading this letter I started to 
cry. I felt that I can’t help helping 
him. Suddenly there came a 
thought into my mind - what if God 
told me 6 years ago when I asked 
him for help: “No, you are too much 
of a problem for me. I will help to 
one who is not so difficult.” I got so 
frightened. 

So that’s why we as a staff of 
Restoration House have a rule: 
“Doesn’t matter what my attitude 
toward a kid is and doesn’t matter 
how big a problem is I’m going to 
help him anyway.”

For today most of Vasya’s papers 
are done and very soon he’ll get his 
apartment. Praise the Lord. Vasya 
also went to Mission’s School for 
a while and probably will try again 
some day. Please continue to pray 
for Vasya and all of the others at 
Restoration House.
